The Unitarian Universalist Service Committee is deeply concerned about the loss of life, suffering and risk of serious human rights violations that will be a certain consequence of the war in Iraq. We believe that it is incumbent upon the international community to respond now in order to avert further suffering for the Iraqi people and others in the region. Consistent with our UU principles and the mission of UUSC, we are committed to responding to disasters like that in Iraq, especially when human rights are threatened. While we are not involved programmatically in this region, UUSC has the international connections needed to identify colleague agencies that have humanitarian relief expertise in this part of the world. UUSC will support the work of international relief organizations that are providing humanitarian aid in the form of food, medicines and supplies.
