I’ve used:

Deep red to indicate a reference to another file or on the 2010 Conference website. Or to a link that isn’t yet connected to anything.

Deep blue to indicate a link to a website being referred to – one on the web for another institution, or an e-mail  for a contact, etc.  These links I’ve created as active. Or they’ve turned purple if I’ve checked them out.  I have followed all these links in previous drafts.  They should all be good.
Anything highlighted in yellow is information I don’t have.  This will need to be provided by Sarah or someone on the district team.  Or it may include a “Comment” using Word’s comment tool. The Links/Table of Contents page includes a number of comments about the file structure and completion.
Dick and/or Ben, I’m counting on you to provide the missing links and generally establish the appropriate links everywhere.

Also, we’d love to see photos on the site — pictures of Davenport, also of the Artist Trading Cards.  We can provide either.

Thanks to all who go through this and help make it better!

NOTE:  You may want to change layout.  I used Trebuchet since that’s what seemed to be on last year’s website.  We used size 12 type, unless we had a reason not to.  We added 2 pts of “spacing” and made  “line spacing” exactly at 15 pts instead of 12 pts.  If you check block this paragraph and right click, choosing “paragraph” you will find those settings in this paragraph.
