Q: What’s New In Registration This Year?

A:  Lower Fees for Young People  
· We are deeply grateful to the Riverboat Development Authority of Davenport (RDA) for a generous grant that allows us to reduce registration fees for young adults and youth and to eliminate registration fees entirely for children, including infants and toddlers. (Please see Registration Fees below for amounts of reduction and this year’s fees.) 

· Our goal is to attract younger folks to the conference, helping us to re-invigorate our congregations and district and to engage future leaders.

Please note that these fee reductions and eliminations are for this year only. 

General Registration Information
You can register either

· online with a credit card or 

· by mail with a check 

This year, we have set conference fees to be affordable, family-friendly, and within nearly everyone’s budget!  Early registration fees range from $140 (Adult) to $0 (Infant and Toddler, and Child).  

This page includes all you will need to know to complete your registration for the conference — for yourself and/or your family or those you sponsor.  Here are some general facts that may be helpful to you:

· Registration fees listed below do not include the cost of Accommodations and Room Sharing. 


· Infant and Toddler, Child, and Youth registrations are all completed on the Adult (and Young Adult) registration form.


· Youth (Grades 7 through 12) and Child permission forms (for infants and toddlers and children through Grade 6) must be signed by the parent or guardian and submitted by mail.  We must have original signatures.


Registration Fees

Adult (age 36 and over)

· $140 per adult on or before March 16, 2009 

· $160 per adult March 17 and after


Young Adult (ages 18 through 35)

· $ 80 per young adult on or before March 16, 2009

· $100 per young adult March 17 and after

· Both fees are reduced by $50 from last year’s fees)

Youth  (Grades 7 through 12)

· $ 50 per youth 

· This is a reduction of $10 from last year

Child  (Preschool through Grade 6)

· $ 0 per child 

· We are able to eliminate this fee (for this year only) thanks to the RDA grant.

Infant and Toddler Care (Any child not yet ready for organized activities)

· $ 0 per child

· We are able to eliminate this fee (for this year only) thanks to the RDA grant.

Registration Methods

You may use various methods to register for the 2010 Conference:

· Mailed Registration — Print out the form on the website at Registration Form, fill it in, and mail it.  Additionally, Child, and Youth permission forms must be signed and submitted by mail.

Registration Payments

· Cash — only for on-site registration

Registration Deadlines

Adults and Young Adults 

Fees for both categories of registrant are listed above.  

· Early Registration Deadline — March 16, 2010  
· Late Registration Deadline — March 17, 2010 and after 

· Credit Card Deadline — April 22, 2010, noon.  After this deadline, a registration is considered a walk-in registration.


· Walk-In Registrations (for adults and young adults only) — will be accepted if paid by check or cash. 

Youth, Children, and Infant and Toddler Care 

· Deadline for Registration and Permission Forms — received by April 22, noon in Davenport. (This includes all registrations for these age categories, whether on-line or mailed registration forms as well as mailed permission forms).


· No Walk-In Registrations for These Ages — Because of the need to provide staffing and supervision for these ages, we will not be able to accept any registrations for these ages after the April 22, noon deadline.

Please Note:  One registration form fits all.  Those in Grade 12 and under should be registered on the parent’s or sponsor’s form.  

· However, because these forms require parental signatures, which we cannot process online, you will need to mail these forms to us (see contact information at end of page). 

· Please note on each permission form that you have already registered online. The deadline for these additional forms to be in our hands in Davenport is April 22, 2009, at noon. 

Online registration will close at noon on Thursday, April 22, 2009.
